Technical Improvements       

Summer 2008

The Grand 
Computers 
classroom was 
totally updated 
during the 
summer.  All 
the computers 
were replaced.  
New wide-
screen moni-
tors replaced the older 4:3 format 
monitors, similar to buying a new 
HD format television.  The main 
operating system on all the com-
puters is Windows Vista Home 
Premium but they also run Win-
dows XP in a virtual machine, al-
lowing us to teach both Vista and 
XP classes with the same com-
puters.

New, more powerful projectors 
were installed in both the main 
classroom and in the open use 
room (for the Apple/Macintosh 
classes).  

New computers were installed in 
the open use room to replace the 
aging machines that have special 
missions.  The first machine is 
equipped with a VHS player and 
an analog-to-digital converter and 
is able to convert VHS tapes, or 
other analog data, to a digital for-
mat for either editing before burn-
ing to a DVD or just transferring 
directly to a DVD.  The second 
computer is equipped with a 
35mm slide scanner for digitizing 
slides.  Both machines are also 
used for routine tasks, just like the 
16 other windows computers, 
when not being used for these 
special missions. 

There are now 7 computers in the 
open use area running Windows 
Vista with the remaining still run-
ning XP.

Two iMac computers were added 
to open use to allow for larger 
Apple/Macintosh classes.  Since 
there was not space in the open 
use room without removing two 
Windows computers, the two 
iMacs were loaded with Boot 
Camp and Windows Vista to pro-
vide two operating systems.  The 
computers run Windows Vista dur-
ing the day when the demand is 
higher for the Windows machines 
and are then switched to OS X for 
the Apple/Macintosh classes at 
4:00 PM, if needed.  

A color printer was added to the 
open use room to eliminate the 
problem the Apple/Macintosh 
computers had with printing to a 
networked printer.

Hallmark Card Studio 2008, Fire-
fox browser, and Picasa were 
added to open use Windows 
computers.  

Microsoft Office suite, PrintShop2, 
and Adobe Elements 6 were 
added to the iMac computers run-
ning OS X.

The Club is doing its part to save 
energy.   Whereas the computers 
used to run full-time, they now are 
set to go into Standby/Sleep after 
one hour of nonuse.  If they are in 
Standby/Sleep mode they are 
“awakened” by pressing the EN-
TER KEY and waiting a few sec-
onds.

The speed of the Internet connec-
tion was increased.
