The primary focus of the meeting will be on “How to
buy a Mac computer.” After October, our Computer
Coffee Chats will be on the 2" Thursday of each
month from 8:30-10 PM.

Our Tech Director, Don Noteboom, has been very
busy this summer installing and updating our software
and hardware. All computers and monitors in the
classroom are new and have been updated with MS
Vista operating system and the latest versions of other
software — thanks to our Tech Director and his assis-
tants. Two new Macs have been purchased and in-
stalled in our open use room. Some of the Macs now
have a dual boot capability with Vista or XP installed.

Early enrollment in our fall classes for “qualified club
volunteers” is from 4:00 - 4:30 PM Friday, October
3™ in our classroom. Other members of the Grand
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Computers Club can enroll in our classes on Saturday
morning, October 4%, 2008 from 9:00 - 11:30 AM in
the Hopi, and Pima rooms, Chaparral Center, or by
using the Internet.

Almost all PC courses will be applicable for users
of either XP or Vista operating systems; members
can review course descriptions on-line. The Club
is again offering FREE (to members) Intro to the
Mouse/Keyboard for PC and Beginning Mac Skills
for Mac users.

Improvements for registration include a more sys-
tematic scheduling of classes with two levels; try-
ing to offer popular courses monthly; and leaving
OopeningsO in the schedule to allow for adding
high-demand or new courses.
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Someone will be available at open registration to
answer questions about courses; and assistance
with registration will be available each afternoon
Oct. 6-10 and Tuesday afternoons thereafter
(2:00-3:30).

Improvements for instructors this year include on-
line access to the Instructor Manual and to regular
instructor newsletters; proposed bi-monthly meet-
ings to discuss improvements to courses and in-
struction; improved projection systems in both Club
rooms; a procedure for finding a substitute if
needed; and abbreviating open-use access to al-
low better set-up time for Mac classes beginning at
3:30.

You can register for classes using any computer with Internet access.
1. Click the Member Login button on the Home page.
2. Enter your user id and password.
3. Click on the "Register for classes” link.

4. Select the course you want to take from the list at the lower left. You may need to
scroll down to find the course.

5. Read the list of prerequisite skills necessary for the class.

6. Select the class by date and time from the list of available classes. Only classes with
open seats are listed.

7. Click the Regular or Laptop box (showing available seats, “0” means none available)
to register for the class.

8. For additional courses, continue to scroll and click on those you want. The maximum
you may register in is 5.

9. The list at the top of the page shows the classes you are enrolled in. You may need to
scroll up to view the list.

10. If you want to change or cancel a class, simply click on the class you are enrolled in
to automatically withdraw from it.

11. When you have registered for all classes you want, click the “ View Invoice” button.
12.Verify the classes are correct print your invoice.

13. You may pay with PayPal (you do have to belong) or by check or cash at the club
room. By PayPal, click the "Pay using PayPal" button and follow the PayPal instruc-
tions. Print or save a copy of your PayPal invoice and click the "Return to Merchant".

14. To pay for your classes at the club room click “Done” and do that.

Your seat in the class will not be guaranteed until you pay for it. PayPal lets you pay immediately
which will guarantee your seat. If you choose not to pay using PayPal, come to the club room as
soon as possible and make your payment to the monitor (bring your invoice number or a copy of the
invoice).

* You can register for a laptop seat if you have a laptop and are willing to bring it to the class.
Your laptop must have all necessary software installed on it.
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
