Appleworks Update

Apple no longer will ship Appleworks on its new
G-5 computers. Apple continues to puts its word
processing efforts into their new software iWork,
which contains Pages and Keynote.

Pages is an excellent word processing software, but
it will look different to long-time Appleworks or
Clarisworks users. At this point, it does not have a
spreadsheet or database application. Visitors to
Apple’s chat room on their web site seem to think
that will happen soon, as many Appleworks users
are asking for this.

This newsletter was produced using iWork Pages.
There are many templates from which to choose
for any type publication: flyers, posters, invitations,
stationery, resumes, newsletters, etc.

Keynote is a presentation software which looks
somewhat like Microsoft PowerPoint, but appears
to be somewhat easier to use than PowerPoint.

MAC SIG will continue to offer Appleworks
classes, but in looking to the future, realizes that
those anticipating purchasing a new Mac will need

to look at iWork.

An informational demo in iWork will be offered on
Monday, December 18, from 4:00-6:00 PM at the
Computer Club Open Classroom. We hope to
learn along with you about this new software.
